What is it?

Asia-Pacific Forestry Week 2011 will be held 7-— 11 November 2011 at the China National Convention
Center, Beijing, China and promises to be the forestry event of the year in Asia and the Pacific. The
overarching theme of the week is “New Challenges — New Opportunities”.

= Journey to 2020: The future for forestry in Asia and the Pacific
Around 40 partner/parallel events covering a wide range of forestry and natural resources will be held in

conjunction with Forestry Week. These will include meetings, workshops, seminars, book launches, films
and the 24" session of the Asia-Pacific Forestry Commission.

An information market comprising organizational booths, exhibits, poster sessions, and special events is also
being planned.
